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If your purpose is to write a personal narrative:
· Is my writing about a personal experience?
· Am I telling a story that has a beginning, middle, and an end?
If your purpose is to write an expository paper:

· Did I respond to the writing charge?
· Am I explaining? 
Explain your response.
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Look back into your writing at the progression of your ideas:
· Did you repeat ideas by just restating them?
· Did you find any areas where the information did not connect to the ideas being explained or described?
If so, highlight those areas in your writing and revise them or delete them.  Be prepared to share your revisions.
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Look back into your writing at your sentences and how they connect to each other:
· Does every sentence/idea build from the sentence/idea before?
· If not, how could you revise your sentences so that each new sentence would move the explanation or story forward and deeper?
Explain your response and tell how your revision has helped the sentence to sentence connections clearer.

Look back into your writing and locate your central idea, underline it, and review the following:
· Is my central idea clear and specific?
· Is it clear from the beginning of my expository paper to the end what my central idea is?
Explain whether your central idea is weak or strong.  If weak or not specific, make suggestions for revision and explain.

Look back into your writing, looking at the overall piece:
· Is there a place in the paper that moves away from the topic or central idea?
· Is there a sentence that could be inserted to more clearly state your idea?

Explain if your paper was unfocused in any way and how you revised it to make your writing clearer.
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Look back into your writing at the development of your ideas:
· What type of evidence did you use to support your response?  Was it specific and did it add depth to your explanation?
· Did you use a personal anecdote?  If so did you “get in and get out”?  Did you use a specific point from your personal anecdote to explain and then continued your explanation?

Explain what evidence you used for idea development and what possible revisions may be needed.
